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Lent officially begins on Ash Wednesday,
February 22. We will mark this 40 day season
of preparation for Easter with an Ash
Wednesday Service at 7 p.m., conducted by
Pastor Cruz Guerra. The ashes and words
“Remember that you are dust and dust you
shall return; repent, and believe in the Gospel,”
remind of our human fragility and need for self-
examination and a turning again toward God.

Associated with the lengthening of the days
and Springtime (yes!), Lent is a time to do a
Spring “housekeeping of the soul,” to clear
away the clutter and distraction that keeps us
from God.

During Lent, we are encouraged to be
intentional about the spiritual disciplines of the
Christian Life: worship, prayer, meditation and
reading of scripture, almsgiving, fasting, and
observance of the sacraments.
